@ Lens mount
Mount a CS-mount lens.
@ Camera mount
For mounting a camera on wall, housing, etc.
@ Focusing knob
For fine-adjustment of the lens back-focus.
@ VIDEO OUT terminal
Connect this to a monitor TV, etc. (BNC connector)
® S-VIDEO OUT terminal
Connect to a VCR with S-video terminal. (Mini DIN4P jack)
® EXT.SYNC. terminal
For controlling the camera with external sync. (BNC connector)
(@ IRIS terminal
Connect when an automatic iris lens is used.
AUTO IRIS switch
When a DC driven type auto iris lens is used, set this switch to DC position.
